Several JCA students took home individual medals : Marie Harris and 

Leah Pugh placed 6 th in òBoggle Scienceó, Jenna Taggart and Kaelin Tucker 

placed 2 nd  in òGrab a Gramó, Braxton Baird and Niklas Grahn placed 3rd in 

òPropeller Propulsionó, Marie Harris and Samuel Peppers placed  3 rd in òThird 

Rock from the Sunó, and Marie Harris, Alexis Bayles and Amanda Asmus 

placed 6 th in òTriple Playó.
